Many of the pupils experienced
wading in rivers for the first time, a
profound sensory connection to the
aquatic environment which they
were highly unlikely to experience
outside our project.

By allowing children to gain confidence in outdoor
environments local to them, our belief is that they will come
to love them and go on to helping protect them as well as
introducing others to the project. The citizen science
schools help with scientific recording through Earthwatch’s
FreshWater Watch programme.
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Since 2014, the Evenlode Catchment
Partnership (ECP) has been dedicated to
improving water quality and flood
management, enriching biodiversity, fostering
greater community engagement with our
rivers and increasing climate resilience across
the Evenlode catchment area.
